Traffic and Safety
May 7, 2009

· Chairperson Walter Pacer opened the meeting at 7:30 PM. 

· The Committee reviewed the Meeting Minutes from March and April, and on a motion by Doug Richardson, seconded by Nicholas Perino, accepted the minutes.

· Liaison Brian Kulpa reported that there have been questions raised as to whether anything could be done to calm or control traffic at Glen Avenue, behind St. Peter and Paul School. He asked that the committee look into the situation and possibly prescribe a method to pacify traffic in the area. He recommended that among the considerations might be a school zone designation and/or yield to pedestrian signs, like the ones at Glen Park crossings further along glen Ave.. The Committee noted that those worked well there and were a traffic control solution that has worked in other areas. 

· In regards to the McDonald’s project, no representatives were present. Walter Pacer mention that he had spoken with McDonald’s engineer regarding the meeting and that the engineer opted not to participate for this specific meeting. 
· The Committee reviewed the minutes from the April Meeting and then briefly discussed their role in the project. The committee’s feeling is that the building set in its current conditions too often puts pedestrians in harms way, by forcing them to cross through drive lanes. The committee by it very nature is not a design review body and acknowledges that the final site plan approval lies with the planning Board review. As a recommending body, the Committee felt there were numerous opportunities for site improvements to assist in the safe passage of pedestrians to and through the site, but were hesitant to tread into redesigning the site.

· The Committee reviewed the Parking restrictions on Spring Street, and took note of the WBA’s positions regarding the Street. The Committee did not find any safety or traffic concerns created by removing restrictions along the stretch from the Mill to North Cayuga, or creating a continuous 2hr limitation from Main Street to the Mill. The Committee did however find that the current lack of signage to correspond with the current code was inappropriate and a problem.
· Regarding Parking along the first block of Hirschfield, the committee did not find any safety or traffic concerns resulting from a plan to allow parking along the first block, from Main to Scott. The committee noted their opinion reflected parking only along the West side of the Street and looked to the Village Board of Trustees to hold a public hearing regarding the matter.
